Filmmaker Bios

Producer/director Andrea Meyerson founded All Out Films in 2002. For nearly 10 years she has produced concerts and live comedy shows through her StandOut Productions Inc., as well as special events and fundraisers that have featured entertainers such as Ellen DeGeneres, Megan Mullally and Laura Innes. After deciding to do a “docu-comedy” that showcases the lives and talents of four prominent lesbian comedians, Andrea created All Out Films and completed “Laughing Matters,” her first film project, in just one year—an amazing accomplishment for someone with no industry background.

Andrea’s production credits include Divas of Jazz starring Nell Carter (2002); LA Women’s Fest featuring Sophie B. Hawkins at the John Anson Ford Amphitheatre (2003); Holly Near and Cris Williamson in Concert (2001); An Evening with Janis Ian (2001) and Kate Clinton, 20th Anniversary Tour Kick-off performance (2001). 

As event producer her work has included the Human Rights Campaign Women’s Event, Academy of Dance on Film American Choreography Awards VIP Party and silent auction; Outfest LA Gay & Lesbian Film Festival Celebrating Lesbian Film Soiree, L.A. Gay & Lesbian Center Women’s Services Casino Swoon, Servicemembers Legal Defense Network (SLDN) Red, White & Blues Party and SLDN Annual Gala in Washington DC live and silent auctions and LA Shanti Wine Tasting & Auction. 

A California native, Andrea studied business and marketing at National University in Los Angeles and Harry S. Truman College in Chicago. In 1995 Andrea founded Women On A Roll, the largest social organization for lesbians in Southern California. 


Co-director/editor Nancy Rosenblum has earned 10 Emmy Awards for editing projects including “Victim No More,” “The Fires of Autumn” and “Your Guide to the Academy Awards.” She directed and edited the documentary film “You Can Know All I Am” and produced and edited for television “Yosemite: The Master Plan” for KCAL 9, “Welcome to a Night at the Academy Awards” for ABC and “Extreme Alaska” for the Discovery Channel, as well as “Road Rules” for MTV, “Popstars” for the WB, “Big Brother” for CBS and “Dateline” for NBC. Nancy received her Masters of Fine Arts Degree from California Institute of the Arts where she majored in Photography and evolved into video.

Interviewer/associate producer Laurie K. Schenden is a veteran Los Angeles journalist who has written entertainment news and features for the Los Angeles Times, the Advocate, Curve magazine, Spotlight magazine and numerous other publications. She has worked as a columnist, editor and news editor for various national and international publications. Laurie compiled the background research and conducted the on-camera interviews for “Laughing Matters” and contributed still photography and photo research to the film. She received her BA from Michigan State University and studied screenwriting at UCLA.
